| must stress that the Swimming sessions do not incorparate any element of instruction.The Lifeguards do not
get into the water unless it’s an emergency. Please do not put your child into either of Groups S or A if they
have little or no experience.There will be other activities for them to enjoy if they are not swimming.

All swimmers whether with or without armbands and buoyancy aids do have to perform a pool test relevant
to the group. If the Lifeguard feels that a child is not competent, they will not be allowed to swim in the
pool for their own safety.
